Pupil Absence

 Within Glendale Primary School good attendance is encouraged at all times and children 

rewarded accordingly. Parents are asked to advise if their son or daughter is going to be 

absent. This should be done as early as possible on the first day of absence. If the young 

person is going to be absent for some time, it would be helpful to know at the earliest 

opportunity. The school uses daily text messaging to inform parents and carers of absence if 

no contact is made. All unexplained absences are investigated by the school and appropriate 

action taken.

Medical & Healthcare

 The school nurse visits at various times during the year for routine health checks, 

vaccinations and medical examinations. Parents are kept informed by letter. 

 

If a child becomes ill during the course of the school day, he/she may require to be sent 

home.

Parents should inform the school of any medical requirements relating to their child. If a child 

requires medication during the school day, parents must complete the appropriate medical 

form.

School meals 

Our school provides a lunch service which offers a variety of meals and snacks. Medical diets 

for children can be provided. 

Children who prefer to bring packed lunches will be accommodated in a suitable area.

All children in P1-5 are entitled to a free school meal. However, this does not entitle them to a 

free breakfast. To receive a free breakfast, you must meet the criteria below and apply 

accordingly.

If you plan to send your child/children to breakfast club, you should inform the staff of any 

medical dietary requirements. 

Children and young people of parents/carers receiving Income Support, income-based Job 

Seekers Allowance, Working Tax Credit (check link below for thresholds), Child Tax Credit only 

Potentially encourage factions (such as football colours)

Communication with Parents

 At Glendale Primary School we use a variety of ways to keep in touch.

Open Door Policy – the senior leadership team are available for all parents and carers at any 

time providing they are not teaching or in another meeting. Please either pop in to the school 

office or phone for an appointment. 

Seesaw – will let parents know what homework has been set and is also used to communicate 

messages between the class teacher and parents. Class work will be shared on here so that 

parents can view their child’s work and progress, as well as being informed about what the 

focus for learning is in the class.

Weekly Updates – will be sent out on a weekly basis to keep parents informed about the work 

of the school.

Letters – further information which requires a response may be sent out in letter form via 

email. We are a paperless school so please ensure that we have an up-to-date email address 

for both parents.

School website/Twitter/App (Scot Ed) – will contain a great deal of information about the 

school. It is a good idea to check this regularly.

Text messaging – You may also receive text reminders about events/school closures etc. 

Meetings - Parents and carers are welcome in the school to discuss any aspect of their child’s 

development and progress. To avoid disappointment, it is advisable to make an appointment. 

There are various opportunities throughout the year when parents can discuss their child’s 

progress with the class teacher and view the child’s work. 

Parents and carers are welcome at other events throughout the school year e.g. workshops, 

information evenings, class performances, religious and other assemblies. The weekly update, 

app and website will keep you informed.

At the start of each school session, parents will be issued with the annual data check form. 

Please ensure that this is completed and returned to the school. It is also important that you 

let us know if there are changes to your telephone number(s), email addresses or to those of 

your emergency contacts throughout the year.

Mathematics: Mathematics equips us with the skills we need to interpret and analyse 

information, simplify and solve problems, assess risk and make informed decisions.

 

Technologies: The range of subjects in technical education has changed significantly over the 

last two decades and now includes craft, design, engineering and graphics.

Assessment & Reporting

 All children are assessed both formally and informally throughout the year. This allows 

children and their teachers to identify their strengths and areas for improvement. A variety of 

assessment methods are used to enable staff to pass on information to parents about the 

progress of their child. Assessment records are kept by the class teacher and form the basis 

of discussion at Parents’ Evenings in November and March. An annual report is sent to 

parents towards the end of each school year. 

 

If you have any concerns about your child’s progress do not hesitate to contact the school.

 

 

Support for Pupils

 The school has a duty to ensure that all pupils have equal access to the curriculum, with 

appropriate support for their needs if required. This applies to the content of lessons, 

teaching strategies and minor adaptations to the school environment. There are a wide range 

of factors which may act as a barrier to learning. We are committed to working closely with 

parents and carers to ensure that they are fully involved in any decisions about support for 

their children’s needs.

Nurturing City

 The Glasgow City Council vision ‘towards the nurturing city’, puts building positive, trusting 

relationships at the core of our work. We ensure children, young people and families feel they 

belong, they are listened to and they are valued by embedding the principles of nurture 

across our early years, primary and secondary establishments. Staff are trained in 

attachment and nurture which deepens understanding of child development and enhances 

effective practice by responding to the needs of all children and young people in a consistent 

and caring way. Nurture is a universal approach which builds resilience, helping to reduce the 

impact of adversity. Effective communication and collaboration with parents and carers 

builds an ethos of partnership working putting the child at the centre, fostering high quality 

learning contexts.

Each of our nurturing establishments contribute to the development of Glasgow as a 

nurturing city, creating safe environments which allow our children and young people to 

flourish by raising attainment and promoting positive mental health and wellbeing. 

 

 

School Improvement 

 On an annual basis, a copy of our Standards and Quality report will be shared on our app. 

Copies from previous years are available on the school website. The Standards and Quality 

report highlights progress in key curricular areas such as literacy, numeracy and health & 

wellbeing. Our priorities for improvement are detailed in our School Improvement Plan which 

is discussed with our Parent Council. Any parent or carer seeking a copy of the plan can 

contact the school office or check out our website. 

 

 

Promoting Positive Behaviour

Children’s Rights as outlined in the UNCRC (United Nations Convention on the Rights of the 

Child) are fundamental to a good school ethos. Adults in our school will work with children to 

ensure they are aware of their rights and fully respect the rights of others. Therefore, the

approach within Glendale Primary School is to build a positive ethos that demonstrates care 

and respect for all. Positive behaviour is recognised and celebrated. Our school operates a 

system of class charters to set out expected behaviour. This is celebrated through rewards, 

awards at assemblies and certificates sent home to parents etc. 

 

The highest standards of behaviour are expected of pupils at all times. Where this is not the 

case, a variety of sanctions are used. Parents are asked to co-operate with the school in 

encouraging a sense of responsibility and good behaviour in their children. 

 

 

Child Protection

All educational establishments and services must take positive steps to help children protect 

themselves by ensuring that programmes of health and personal safety are central to the 

curriculum and should have in place a curriculum that ensures that children have a clear 

understanding of the difference between appropriate and inappropriate behaviour on the 

part of another person, no matter who.

As with other areas of the curriculum, you will be kept informed of the health and wellbeing 

programme for your child’s establishment.

Educational establishments and services must create and maintain a positive ethos and 

climate which actively promotes child welfare and a safe environment by:

· ensuring that children are respected and listened to;

· ensuring that programmes of health and wellbeing are central to the curriculum;

· ensuring that staff are aware of child protection issues and procedures;

· establishing and maintaining close working relationships and arrangements with all other 

agencies to make sure that professionals collaborate effectively in protecting children.

Our Pupil Council is made up a representative from each year group. This is an important 

group which ensures that the views of pupils are heard.

Children have many opportunities to be part of leadership committees and to contribute to 

the running of the school, e.g. Reading Ambassadors, Tech Team, Librarians, Pupil Council, 

Eco Committee, Rights Respecting School Committee, Junior Road Safety Officers, Glasgow 

Schools Forum Representatives etc.  These important leadership roles ensure that the voices 

of our children are central to decision making in the school whilst developing important skills 

and a sense of responsibility in our pupils.

 

 

Extra Curricular Activities

We have a wide range of activities that run between Monday – Thursday to extend the 

learning experience. These currently include drama, arts and crafts, dance, netball and 

football.

Out of School Care

East Pollokshields Out of School Care provides both After School Care and Holiday Care 

programmes for Glendale Primary School and for two other schools in the area, St. Albert’s 

Primary and Pollokshields Primary School.

 

The service operates in Pollokshields Primary School on Albert Drive and during term time 

organises to pick children up from Glendale Primary when school finishes at 3.15pm each day. 

The children are then walked up the road to Pollokshields Primary, where they are joined by 

children from the other two schools.

 

During term time, operating hours are currently 3.15pm to 5.45pm. During holiday periods the 

service provides an interesting and varied programme of activities for the children, usually 

involving trips to many attractions in and around the Greater Glasgow area.
