	The Circular Economy Route Map was subject to an internal and external consultation involving numerous stakeholders in April, May and August of 2020. This took the form of online interviews and workshop sessions.

In addition to this, a number of community organisations and institutions were approached between August 2019 and September 2020 and their views have been reflected in the Circular Economy Route Map. 

For this plan specifically, there have been multiple internal discussions and consultations with key colleagues and services. This was ongoing between September 2019 and September 2020. 

The Action Plan associated with the Route Map will open wider public conversations about the proposed actions and objectives in this strategy and actively seek citizens to participate in the Action Groups.

	The consultation for the Route Map was mostly online. Although it was not issued as public consultation due to covid-19 tight timescales, it is acknowledged that some key groups may not have been considered. 

This issue will be considered and addressed in the commencement of the Action Groups that are proposed post October 2020.
