c) List main outcome focus and supporting activities of the Policy, Project, Service Reform or Budget Option
	As a key component in delivery of the adopted River Strategic Development Framework the City Deal: Clyde Waterfront and West End Innovation Quarter (CWWEIQ) project shall deliver £113.9M capital investment to the area and shall regenerate the river corridor as a desirable urban quarter that attracts jobs, investment and contributes to regional economic growth. Within the CWWEIQ budget, investment of approximately £50M has been allocated to address the ‘Access and Integrity of the Waterfront’. This funding will be used to unlock development potential at the city’s river edge. City Deal investment will be used to:
· Address structural integrity of quay walls.
· Enhance pedestrian and cycle connectivity along the river.
· Unlock the development potential of vacant and derelict land at the river edge.
· Improve place quality, and bring vibrancy to the river edge and the water space.

Included in the above are proposed interventions in the Tradeston locale, involving investment towards public realm improvements at the waterfront and connectivity between Tradeston and the City Centre. Through the delivery of a number of interventions, the project aims to support inward investment within the Tradeston area; recognising the importance of enhanced place quality and connectivity to attract new development, business and employment in the area.

Project Objective: 
The Access and Integrity of the Waterfront: Tradeston project aims to create an inspirational waterfront quarter that becomes an asset for the City in ‘place’ terms. It is the intention to deliver a programme of three interventions, named: 
· Tradeston Bridge
· Tradeston Quay
· Tradeston Links

This screening relates to enhancement works at the Tradeston Bridge, which shall be the first phase of the above-mentioned interventions.
The project scope involves the enhancement public footbridge (river crossing) fabric, enhanced statutory lighting works and a new architectural lighting scheme.

	High proportion of working age in the area compared with the city as a whole. 

The proportion of households in the N/hood with dependent children is lower than the city as a whole. The proportion of households over 65 in the N/hood is lower than the city average. 

Proportion of those living in the private rented sector in the n/hood is the highest in the city and has increased over the past few years.

N/hood residents have slightly better mobility than the city average

Despite being predominantly White UK and Irish, the neighbourhood has a more mixed population than most neighbourhoods. There are a large number of other ethnic communities such as Indian and Pakistani as well as African, Caribbean and Black residents

The neighbourhood has an above average proportion of its population in employment, and a very high proportion of students domiciled. The neighbourhood has a below average proportion of retired persons under 74 years of age in the city. 

Gender – There are slightly more males in the ward area compared to the city as a whole (52% in the area compared to 48.5% across the city).

	Investment in our public realm and infrastructure, to provide safe, vibrant waterfront will have a positive impact across all protected characteristic group.

· report progress on mainstreaming the general equality duty
· publish equality outcomes and report progress in meeting those
· impact assess new or revised policies and practices as well as making arrangements to review existing policies and practices
gather, use and publish employee information
· publish gender pay gap information and an equal pay statement
· consider adding equality award criteria and contract conditions in public procurement exercises.
