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What is a low emission zone?

A low emission zone aims to improve air quality by restricting
highly polluting road vehicles from entering a set area.

In 2022, the Scottish Government introduced low emission zones
in Glasgow, Edinburgh, Aberdeen and Dundee.

Who is eligible?

To be eligible for the Low Emission Zone
Support Fund and subsequent Travel Better
Fund, you must meet the eligibility criteria:

Live within 20km of the planned
zones in Aberdeen, Dundeeg,
Edinburgh or Glasgow.

Own a Euro 3 or earlier
petrol vehicle or a Euro 5
or earlier diesel vehicle.

Be in receipt of benefits from
the Department for Work

and Pensions. This is a targeted
fund aimed at those in receipt of
specific means-tested benefits.

Note that applicants must meet the
full eligibility criteria available on our
website.
